Some choices we face seem to big for us to make. They may affect a 
great number of people. They may potentially lead us into temptation. 
They may affect our congregation or our family for decades to come. 
 

As Jesus stood between Pontius Pilate and an angry crowd, Pilate had 
to make a decision. The crowd shouted for Christ's death, but Pilate 
could not find any legitimate charges. In the end, Pilate chose this 
r e s p o n s e : 
 

When Pilate saw that he was getting nowhere, but that instead 
an uproar was starting, he took water and washed his hands in 
front of the crowd. "I am innocent of this man's blood," he said. 
"It is your responsibility!"     (Matthew 27:24) 
 

In one sense there was no decision to make. Jesus had to be crucified 
for the salvation of the world. But neither Pilate nor anyone else there 
that day knew that with absolute certainty. For Pilate, this was a gut-
wrenching decision. He opted to throw his hands in the air and say, 
"I'm not touching this one!" By submitting to Pilate's verdict, Jesus 
responded, "I am handling this one!" 
 

So how do we deal with gut-wrenching decisions in our lives? 
Seek God's wisdom in dealing with situations:           Proverbs 3: 13-18 
Consult God-wise people that you know:                   Proverbs 15:22
